In June of "97, LB 626
was passed by this Legislature, which created the infrastructure
for the trauma system. And at that time an ad hoc committee was
appointed which consisted of a variety of individuals, health
organization members, hospital CFOs, insurance reps, EMS folks
to determine how would be an appropriate way to fund this plan.
