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section of the bill on page 3 says that the statement shall 
disclose the aggregate expenses for such entertainment of 
elected officials of the Legislature and officials in the 
executive. All this language is trying to do is clarify what 
those expenses are and it would be the average cost, so I would 
ask for support of the amendment to the amendment.
PRESIDENT NAURSTAD: Thank you, Senator Schimek. The question
is the adoption of the Schimek amendment. Those in favor vote 
aye; those opposed vote nay.

CLERK: 25 ayes, 5 nays on the amendment, Nr. President.
PRESIDENT NAURSTAD: The amendment is agreed to. Call is
raised.
