And so these names have appeared, and 1 would ask
that we would suspend Rule 3, Section 14 to cancel the public
hearing on the names of Mary Harbaugh, Sheila Stearns, and David
Long. With that, Mr. Speaker, 1 would Jjust ask or,
Mr. President, 1 would just ask that...this does require 30
votes, and 1 would ask the body"s approval of cancelling this
public hearing.
