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remiss, if we didn't speak out on ballot questions. So I 
appreciate what Senator Wickersham is doing with the bill 
generally, and in this regard the attempt by Senator Wickersham 
to further define matters. But I would simply argue that we 
ought to shift that line a little bit by dropping the word 
"incidental" and dropping the word "individual". Thank you.
SPEAKER KRISTENSEN: Debate on the Beutler amendment. Senator
Janssen.
SENATOR JANSSEN: ...Legislature. Senator Beutler, I...just
getting into this now, I think...I think I like what you're 
doing because I can see what would happen. I do a radio thing 
once a week and so many people, they will ask about our...a 
ballot question, you know, what's your opinion on that? And I 
have a preference, and if I didn't, you know, and if I made 
that, I would say that would be a mass communication 
with...within a certain area. I mean, it's...it's a small radio 
station but, nevertheless, constituents listen to that, and I 
think I would probably be prohibited from expressing my opinion 
about a ballot question if I used that radio. Now, Senator 
Wickersham, is that...could I engage with you just a little bit 
here on a conversation? Senator Wickersham, would I be...with 
the amendment, would I be violating the bill?
SPEAKER KRISTENSEN: Senator Wickersham.
SENATOR WICKERSHAf.: No, I don't believe so unless you were
on...unless the station was publicly owned, because the
prohibition against mass mailings or mass communications are
those mailings or communications at public expense.
SENATOR JANSSEN: I see, so if it is...if it was a public-owned
radio station, being, say, University of Nebraska, something
like that, television station and that, but if it was a
private I still think it. I still think I would...somewhere
along the line someone would...would be able to come and say, 
hey, you're not doing this right. It sure...with this
amendment, though, it takes all ad...you don't have to worry
about it.
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
