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president for business and finance; the associate vice president 
for business and finance; and director of finance and 
administrative systems; assistant vice president for business 
and finance and director of risk management; and at the 
University of Nebraska-Lincoln we have the chancellor, the vice 
chancellor for business and finance; senior vice chancellor for 
academic affairs; vice chancellor for research; vice chancellor 
for agriculture and natural resources; dean and director of the 
Cooperative Extension Service; director of water resources 
center; Athletic Department Director; assistant vice chancellor 
for business and finance and director of budget; assistant vice 
chancellor for business and finance; and director of business 
services. I'm not going to go into the medical center and UNO 
and Kearney, but they have similar kinds of lists. So I think 
overall the Chambers amendment perhaps is not that onerous that 
there are other people certainly in visible positions who are 
covered by this. The only hesitation I think that I had and 
perhaps Senator Wickersham had, too, is that none of these other 
people are listed in statute because there is a statutory 
provision that mandates certain kinds of jobs will be covered. 
And coaches don't seem to fall under those statutory provisions 
that already exist. So I have no problem with supporting the 
amendment to the amendment, and I will be supporting the 
Chambers amendment 1624. Thank you, Mr. Speaker.
