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amendment or a bill come out of the General Affairs Committee 
with as much consent as we had yesterday morning. I thought we 
had addressed most all of the...all of the problems. One of 
those was what are we going to do about the central part of the 
state? We have a major city in Grand Island. All right, 
that...I don't know how big is Grand Island, 35-40 thousand 
people, something like that. Grand Island has Fonner Park and 
I'm sure that all of you know what's happening to the racehorse 
industry. It's important to me because I have one of the...one 
of the thoroughbred horse people or what do you...breeders in my 
district. The man employs a lot of people, brings a lot of 
entertainment to the...not only to Nebraska. He's had to move 
his horses out of Nebraska to other parks throughout the United 
States. The horse racing industry, if we don't do something 
with it, it's going to be a dying (inaudible). You look 
at...we've got the State Fair in Lincoln. There's been talk 
about whether the State Fair should remain in Lincoln. One of 
the reasons is the declining admission into...for our State 
Fair. For years what bolstered the State Fair was the horse 
racing industry, so with the decline of horse racing in this
state, that happened...that happened here at the racetrack in 
Lincoln, and look what's happened to our State Fair. I am not a 
gambler. I say I'm not a gambler when it comes to card playing 
or slot machines or things like that. Occasionally, yeah, I'll 
go, but if I lose $20 I think I lost the world, although, you 
know, life itself is a gamble. We all gamble. We gamble every 
morning when we get up whether we're going to live that day 
through. Life is a gamble in itself and how we play our cards 
determines whether we live or die. This is a situation where 
we're going to either live or die for certain people.
SPEAKER KRISTENSEN: One minute.
SENATOR JANSSEN: The Indians, the tribes in this state, let's
give them a break. Let them have some determination to have
something to cling to and help their economy. I'm going to
draft an amendment to put the tracks back into this at some
point in time. I don't know when. Senator Beutler, but I'm 
afraid that without that we're defying the committee and I would 
like to see the two years put back in too. That's the way it 
came out of committee and I believe I have to...I have to
