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been offered by Senator Beutler, AM2819. Senator Janssen had
offered an amendment to Senator Beutler®s amendment. Senator
Janssen®s amendment is AM2825, Mr. President. {Legislative
Journal page 657.)

SPEAKER KRISTENSEN: Senator Janssen, 1"m going to give you a
brief opportunity just to remind the members of what your
amendment is briefly and then we"ll move into debate on the
amendment. Senator Janssen.

SENATOR JANSSEN: Thank you, Mr. Speaker. Members of the
Legislature, the amendment that we were on yesterday was AM2189
(sic— AM2819), 1 believe. This, we...we had a problem or a

problem was suggested that could happen by some people being
this would be a closed class, so we have substituted that

amendment with AM2825. The concerns of the previous amendment
was there could be some constitutional problems, therefore, this
is...we"re asking that this 2M286 (sic). This amendment
accomplishes the same goal.

This amendment ensures that we
will not have more than five, which is what we currently have at
this time.

SPEAKER KRISTENSEN: Thank you. Senator Janssen. We"re now
debating the Janssen amendment.Senator Chambers.
