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appreciate that. We differ on whether gambling is a solution.
I don"t believe it is. 1 think gambling is not a solution. 1
think Senator Tyson stated it very well that we"re hiding behind
rhetoric. We"ve been elected to do a tough job, that part of
that job is making these types of decisions. If you are going
to take a logical extension of putting something like this on
the ballot, why don"t we put all the decisions we make on the
ballot, all the tough ones on the ballot, and let the people
decide? The people have elected us to make these types of
decisions. One of these tough decisions we have to make today
is whether we want to see gambling expand, and | believe the
answer to that question is no. So | would urge support of this
motion to IPP the bill. Thank you.
