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are not agriculturists/horticulturalists. Here"s something
interesting. If 1 raise a dollar"s worth of carrots, that land
that 1°m dedicating to carrot growing. Senator Vrtiska, Iis
agricultural. Then 1 got all of these acres in trees, that"s
horticultural. Under this bill I can have either, or, or both
utilized. There are notions in this bill which demonstrates
that one size does not fit all. If this billwere put in place
with Senator Coordsen®s amendment attached to the committee
amendment, and that became the bill and was put into Jlaw, you
would have areas of the state griping about how unfairly this
conglomeration treats them. Not all areas of the state that are
called agricultural or deemed agricultural, or deemed to be
farming or ranching land, are going to be treated the same way
under any legislation that we put into place. And 1 stand to be
corrected by any of my colleagues in agriculture who will stand
up and show that what I"m saying is not true. What you need is
a Procrustes bill like Procrustes®™ bed. That was the giant, the
critter, who would invite people in for a meal, then after you

ate the meal, Senator Vrtiska, you were put to bed. And
if.__there was one size, it didn"t fit all at first, but all fit
that bed. If you were too short to have your head touch the top

end and your feet touch the bottom end, you were stretched until
you fit. If you were the size of Senator Dierks,...

SENATOR CUDABACK: One minute.

SENATOR CHANBERS: ...and part of your head was hanging over one
end and part of your feet were hanging over the other, then he"d
slide your head down so it"s even, then he®d chopped you off at
the nether end so that you fit. And Senator Vrtiska and Senator
Coordsen were rendered equal thanks to Procrustes”™ bed, but
there is no way we can pass a law that"s going to work that way.
So, this is good for discussion, good for debate, but Senator
Coordsen®s bill...amendment 1is going nowhere except where so
many of my legislative proposals go. And then the bill is going
to follow it shortly thereafter, in my humble, city slicker"s
opinion. Brothers and sisters, 1 thank you.
