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ad m i t t e d l y  somewhat defective. A l t h o u g h  I b e l i e v e  all the 
p a r ties a re in agre e m e n t  in principle, a g r e e i n g  in p r i n c i p l e  is 
one t h i n g  and g e t t i n g  somet h i n g  t hat e v e r y b o d y  w ill v o t e  for is 
yet another. I t h i n k  that we n e e d  t ime b e c a u s e  t his is a very 
serious matter. I t h i n k  we n e e d  t ime to, ev e r y  one of us, look 
and r ead an d  p o n d e r  to see if this is th e  type of l e g i s l a t i o n  we 
want to send forward. I th i n k  t hat if w e  lay t his  over until 
the 18th, w h i c h  is th e  next bu s i n e s s  d a y  after th e  en d  of this 
week, that will g ive us an oppo r t u n i t y  to do so. I t h i n k  it is 
the w ise t h i n g  t o  do b e c a u s e  we are d e a l i n g  (a) in large sums of 
money, we are d e a l i n g  in t he rights of munic ipa l i t i e s ,  and we're 
de a l in g also in th e  rights of p r i v a t e  enterprise, w h i c h  is 
Kin d e r  Morgan. I t h i n k  w e  w a n t  t o  do it ri g h t  a n d  I t h i n k  we 
want to get it right, and I don't t h i n k  that w e  sho u l d  Wait 
until Sele c t  F ile to d o  it. I t h i n k  we shou l d  send f o r ward a
b ill to Sele c t  F ile t hat w e  can pass, a nd w e  ca n  p ass in
comfort. I believe, from w h a t  I h ave b e e n  told, t hat there's 
enough votes to kill this bill if it's n ot in g o o d  condition. I
can v ote for a b ill w h e r e  e veryone agrees, i n c l u d i n g  LB 384 as
amended, b u t  I d o n ' t  t h i n k  we should w a i t  un t i l  some t ime in the 
future to get it right. We don't k n o w  w h a t  t he p r e s s u r e  w ill be 
at the t i m e  w h e n  it comes u p  on Select, and I t h i n k  this thing 
deserves m a t u r e  c o n s i d e r a t i o n  and t hat is t he p u r p o s e  of this
m ot i o n  t o  bracket, to set it f o r w a r d  un t i l  suc h a t ime as we
h a ve  g i v e n  it the m a t u r e  c o n s i d e r a t i o n  that it n e e d s . An d  I ask
t h at  yo u  s u pport this m o t i o n  to bracket. T h a n k  you.

S E NATOR COORDSEN: T h a n k  you, S e nator Tyson. Y o u ' v e  h e a r d  the
opening on the motion. I h ave a rath e r  l e n g t h y  list of
speakers, so we 'll go down, see w h e t h e r  yo u  w a n t  to speak to the 
Tyson m o t i o n  to bracket. S e nator Baker.

S E NATOR BAKER: T h a n k  you, S e n a t o r  Coordsen. Members, I will
speak a g ainst th e  m o t i o n  to bracket. I c an see a little bit 
wh e r e  S e nator Ty s o n  is coming from. I've got to p o k e  a little 
fun at m y  good friend, S e nator Tyson, b u t  t h e r e ' s  an e-mail 
floating arou n d  h ere that just typifies th e  att i t u d e  of Norfolk, 
and I'm one of those p e o p l e  that's got t e n  a lot of input from 
people in N o r f o l k  fi g h t i n g  this bill, a l t h o u g h  I do b e l i e v e  that 
at one time the chamber of co m m e r c e  u p  th e r e  in N o rfolk 
supported the bill. I n e e d  to get b a c k  w i t h  them and see if
