W h e n  we 
get older, w e  c an t ake a few liberties. A n d  t h e n  if people 
start l o o king funny, w e  can just fall b a c k  into that, well, you 
know, old peop l e  don't k n o w  w h a t  t h ey're say i n g  so don't pay
attention to me, k n o w i n g  t h e y ' r e  g o i n g  to p a y  attention. But 
here bef o r e  us is a c o ncrete e x ample t hat shows that w e  don't 
h ave t hat drive, t hat s t i c k - t o - i t - i v e n e s s  t h a t  is n e c e s s a r y  to 
really h a m m e r  out a bill.
