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SENATOR CUDABACK: S e n a t o r ... S e nator Schrock, it's b een about a
week since we w ere on this bill. If yo u  w an t to t ake about two
minutes and e x plain the c o m m i t t e e  amendments b e f o r e  we go to
Senator Beutler, if yo u  wish.

SENATOR SCHROCK: Mr. President, m e m bers of the Legislature, off
the top of m y  h ead I'm n ot g o i n g  to r emember everything, but one 
of the m a i n  p r o v isions of this bill increases p a r k  fees from $14 
over a peri o d  of years to $20, as a g r a d u a t e d  fee increase. We 
incorporated S e nator Aguilar's bill in there w h i c h  allows the 
Game and Parks to set regu l a t i o n s  for small rifle t h a t . . .during 
deer season, other than a .22. We i n c o r p o r a t e d  Senator 
P ederson's b ill in th ere w h i c h  allows yo u  to p a i n t  your fence 
posts red, and that will m e a n  n o  hunting. I t h i n k  the posts
h ave  to be a h u n d r e d  yards a p a r t . T h e r e 's some language in
there about chronic w a s t i n g  d i s e a s e  and h o w  G a m e  and Parks can
deal w ith d i s e a s e d  animals, and c a p tive herds that ma y  or may
not have d i s e a s e d  animals in them. It...it changes some 
E nvironmental Trust B o a r d  issues. A g e n c y . . .people w ith agencies 
cannot vote on funding for their age n c y  from the Environmental
Trust. That was S e n ator K r i s t e n s e n ' s  bill. That brings you
up-to-date on a lot of the issues that are in t he bill.

SENATOR CUDABACK: Tha nk you. S e n a t o r  Schrock. S e n a t o r  Beutler,
if you want to take about a min u t e  to e x p l a i n  your amendment 
before you go into it.

SENATO R BEUTLER: Senator Cudaback, I w o u l d  m o v e  to substitute
AM3107 for A M 3 0 4 5 . (Legislative Journal pages 923-925.)

SENATOR CUDABACK: No objection, s o . ..

S E NATOR CHAMBERS: I object.

SENATOR CUDABACK: The re is an objection.

SENATOR BEUTLER: Senator Cudaback, I w o u l d  m o v e  to substitute.

SENATOR CUDABACK: Okay, m o v e  to substitute. S e nator Beutler,
are you...it is a d e b a t a b l e  motion.
