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SENATOR CUDABACK: Thank you, Senator Jensen. We"re on the
Jensen”®s part...to amend part 3 of the divided committee
amendments. Open for discussion. Senator Janssen.

SENATOR JANSSEN: Thank you. Senator Cudaback, members of the
body. Senator Jensen, would you answer a few questions for me,
please?

SENATOR JENSEN: Yes.

SENATOR  JANSSEN: Senator Jensen, you said now that you
would...was it two...two <cents was going back to the building
maintenance?

SENATOR JENSEN: That is correct.

SENATOR JANSSEN: All  right. And then the..the remaining
28 cents was going to go into a rainy day fund for two years?

SENATOR JENSEN: Yes.

SENATOR JANSSEN: Rainy day fund meaning?

SENATOR JENSEN: The reserve fund.

SENATOR  JANSSEN: All  right. So those...those 28 cents are
going to stay in the rainy day fund for two years, and will we

use any of that money? Can we use it or will it just stay there
as ...as a reserve?

SENATOR  JENSEN: Well, just like any reserve fund, yes, those
dollars can be tapped into. 1'm not saying that they have to
stay there, but | think we are draining that fund down to a

point where it gets a little below where...where it should be.
SENATOR JANSSEN: All right. So then after the two years, then
it will...then it will go into the Health Care Cash Fund, and
that...where will that..._.where will those dollars go then,
specifically?

SENATOR  JENSEN: Well, those dollars will go then through the
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
