SENATOR JONES: Yes, I've seen a n e w  sign p r i n t e d  u p  just like
w e ' r e  talk i n g  h e r e  w i t h  t h e  t h r e e - i n c h  for t h e  warning, an inch 
for the rest of it, a n d  it's r e a l l y  eas y  to rea d  a long ways 
off.

I h a v e  a q u e s t i o n  or t w o  I'd like t o  p u t  to S e n a t o r  V r t i s k a  who 
v o t e d  for this bill, b u t  I wil l  w a i t  u ntil m y  n e x t  time.
