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offered by licensed insurers, and is not covered by the Nebraska 
Life and Health Insurance Guarantee Association. To the extent 
that we can let people know, we tell then this isn't insurance. 
And the sane expectations that I think Senator Beutler probably 
rightly assunes that workers have even in the face of receiving 
a notice like that occurs in the nore than 50 percent of the 
situations because those enployees are now under an ERISA
progran, and they probably conclude that they are part of sone
insurance policy soneplace that's backed up by state regulation
when they aren't. I would confess that there's probably an 
expectation that the law does not conforn to, and that I 
acknowledge. The adnonition that we should do nore in the way 
of staffing our regulatory departnents, I think is a legitinate 
one. And in tine I nay just offer a bill, an appropriations 
bill, to do exactly that. And you sort of goaded me into
thinking that that night be a thing to do next year. With that,
I would renew the suggestion that we advance LB 1139 as anended.
