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would be regulated by the Department of Insurance, their
traditional regulator. And those are acceptable both to DMV and
to myself, as well as the Department of Insurance. 1°d ask for
the adoption of the amendment, and then there"s another
amendment that has to do with the sunset of the fee

SENATOR ~ WICKERSHAM: You"ve heard the opening on AM3143. Any
discussion? Seeing none, Senator Landis, do you wish to close?
Oh, I"m...1"m sorry. Senator Bromm.

SENATOR  BROMM: Thank you, Mr. President. 1 wantedto ask
Senator Landis just a question or two.

SENATOR WICKERSHAM:  Senator Landis.
SENATOR LANDIS:  You bet.

SENATOR BROMM: Senator Landis, the amendment, TFirst component
that says DMV may contract with a designated agent, ...

SENATOR LANDIS: Um-hum.

SENATOR  BROMM: ...as I read it is anempowerment. It is
enabling that to happen. If DMV finds that they can do  this
without contracting, 1 take it that they are able to do that.

SENATOR LANDIS: Absolutely. There®s...the authority is to the
department. This is supplemental to say if they want to take
this path they may. They are not required to take this path.

SENATOR BROMM:  They would be. ..

SENATOR LANDIS: I would say this. I think it is their
preference at the moment, although that may change, but it"s
simply permissive, not mandatory.

SENATOR BROMM: Right. Okay. Thank you. Yield the rest of my
time back to the Chair.

SENATOR WICKERSHAM: Okay, there are no further lights. Senator
Landis waives closing. The question is the adoption of AM3143
