SENATOR SCHINEK: Yes , than k y o u, N r . President and members .
This bill deals with voter identification, and there's basically
two components to the b i ll, which I th ink w ould explain the bill
to yo u b e t ter than going through it section by se ction, because
the first component deals with identification when an app lic ant
completes a vo ter registration card. And unde r t he H e lp Am e rica

Vote Act, which is that federal act, an applicant is required to
provide his driv er's lic ense number when registering to vote.
If he or she doesn't have that, the applicant is req uired to
provide the la s t fo u r d ig its of his or her Social Security
n umber. If the applicant has neither, a u n ique id entifier i s
assigned, and we talked about that in another bill, and this
number will be used to confirm the applicant's identity. Part
two of th e b ill talks ab out identification requirements for
first-time voters within the county who register by mail. And ,
again, the fed eral ac t req uires first-time voters within the
county who register by mail to provide identification when they
vote. For examp l e, if the voter, after registering by mail,
votes in person at the poll, the voter will be asked to pro vide
identification. If the voter votes by mail or absentee ballot,
