SENATOR CUDABACK: Senator Smith, you're recognized to open on
LB 69A.

SENATOR SMITH: Thank you, Mr. President. Members, LB 69A is
the appropriations bill that designates funds, I guess, if you
will, for LB 69, obviously, and that is fiscally neutral. It's
basically a shift in funds and we will actually have an
amendment to LB 69 to further elaborate on how those funds will
