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whole deal is off . So I 'm n o t going to support the Raikes
amendment simply because I don't think it's the right way to go
and, with that, thank you, Nr. President.

SENATOR CUDABACK: Thank you, Senator Vrtiska. Sena tor Ty son,
o n the advancement of LB 3 8 5.

SENATOR TYSON: Call the question.

SENATOR CUDABACK: I'm so rry, Senator Tyson, but that won't be
necessary. Yours is the last light.

SENATOR TYSON: O h.

SENATOR CUDABACK: So, Senator Janssen, you ar e r eco gnized t o
close on LB 385, if you wish to.

SENATOR JANSSEN: Thank you , Senator Cudaback, members. One
thing I want to stress is that if a request for these dollars is
made, if DED says, yes, we' re going to auth orize your grant,
f irst of all, the funds have to be th e re, which they ar en't yet .
D own the road th ey will be , h op efully. Hopefu lly, t h e
c onvention center in Omaha is a big success so th e fund s kee p
coming in better. All right. If that's the case, if they make
an approval of a grant, the buck stops right here. Forty- nine
of us have to agree, or at least 25 have to agree, that this is
the right thing to do. So there are plenty c a t ches he r e. I
know that th i s is some thing t hat the rural cities are quite
concerned about. City of L incoln is concerned a b o ut it also .
So, with that, I think we' ve had a very good discussion and the
arguments are there on both sides, but I leave that up for your
decision to make. Thank you.
