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Section 2 o f the act . Senator Vrtiska handed out a piece of
paper that a checkoff similar to the one we' re proposing, or the
one he's proposing here in Nebraska, generated 80 or 90 thousand
dollars in Iowa. And w hile the bill says the first year funds
that are transferred, or that are checked off, can be used to
defray the cost , I just . ..l d on't see that there's any real
danger to the state through this . So I really h av e no troub le
with that . There 's two checkoffs already . I can 't i m agine that
the administrative costs of reprogramming th e com puters or
whatever it takes to imp lement this ar e going to be that
significant. But speaking s p ecifically to the amendment, I
wonder if Senator Thompson would answer a ques tion . I 'm a
little confused as to what your amendment actually does. I
think the meat of your amendment is in lines 5 and 6. I t says ,
" Ther e a f t e r , t h e Nebraska State Fair shall use the fund to pay
for the premiums and the operating costs of the N e b raska St ate
Fair." And Senator Thompson, could you tell us exactly what
your intent is with this amendment'? Becau s e b y r e ad ing it , I
really can't tell.

SPEAKER BRONN: Sen a t or T h o mp s on .

SENATOR THOMPSON: Ny inte nt is for any checkoff funds that
would be spent to be spent in the a reas tha t we ' re cu rrently
asking taxpayers to pay the funds for in the current budget. Or
we would if we adopted the Governor's view.

SENATOR BOURNE: I...o kay . So what you ' re saying is that
t his...the checkoff then would g o to solely fu n d the fair ?
T hat ' s . . . '?

SENATOR THOMPSON: Premiums and operating costs of the fair.

SENATOR BOURNE: Okay, but...

SENATOR THOMPSON: That's the purpose. It wouldn't be used for
marketing and it wouldn't be used for trips for the f air boa rd
to go visit fairs in other states. It wouldn't be used for any
o ther kinds of purposes, other t han the pu rp oses t hat th i s
Legislature has been asked to fund.
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
