This they might consider, and this is not in
t he b i l l b u t i t wa s o ne o f t he a me n dment s I ' m d r a f t i n g . I f a
permit holder does not produce a Nebraska driver's license or a
Nebraska - i s s u e d i de n t i f i ca t i o n ca r d whe n a sk e d t o do s o b y a
peace officer, the peace officer shall take possession of the
handgun and p rovide a d ated receipt, which includes the make,
model, caliber, and serial number of the h andgun. That part
about wh a t sh o u l d be o n t he r e ce i p t o cc u r s i n a n o t h e r pa r t o f
the bill. Bu t , as with some of th e item s I have d iscussed
earlier, there a re assertions and statements in the bill as to
what o u gh t t o b e , b u t n o t h i ng f o l l o ws i n ca s e t h a t , wha t e v e r i t
is, is n o t done. The amendment that you have before you, the
c ommittee amendment, does indicate that a lot of work wa s don e
o n t h i s , b u t no t a l l o f t he wo r k t h a t n e ed e d t o b e do n e . . a s b e e n
done . An d wh i l e I o f f e r t h e s e o t h e r am e n dments , I ' m g o i n g t o
point out flaws or deficiencies that I see in the b ill, and
t hose w h o s u ppor t t he b i l l m a y w an t t o cha nge i t ; t hey ma y n o t .
But there is a section in here also about a peace officer having
probable cause to think that a pe rmit holder is out o f
compliance with t h e law, and the section proceeds to tell what
is to be done in that set of circumstances; filing of an action,
but i t do e s n ' t sa y w h e t he r t h e a ct i o n s h o u l d b e f i l ed i n count y
court or district court, and I think those things are essential
and should b e pu t i nt o t he bi l l . They ha v e n o t been put i n .
A nd t ho s e who l i ke t hi s l ang u age as i t ex i s t s no w , b e c ause t h e y
haven't read it and they' re only looking at the concept, may see
no need t o p r o p e r l y dr a f t t he b i l l , bu t I do and I ' m pu t t i ng
amendments up there.
