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are parts o f th is ame ndment t hat gi ve me concern, and I' ll
probably have a hard time voting for the entire amendment. And
I don ' t t h i nk I wa nt t o . . . I d o n ' t w a n t t o t r y t o . . .we ca n ' t ,
really, divide i t. So I wou ld have hoped that we could have
done this maybe in individual amendments, ideally. But I have a
couple of questions in my mind. I was here, too, w hen we had
the gigantic d iscussion o n the b oat ing pr oposal of Senator
Hilgert's, and Senator Bohlke was still here. And I jus t ...I'm
having a hard ti me ima gining that when people read the paper
tomorrow and they find out that when they are 24 years old t hey
are going to have to go to a boating class, even though they
have been operating a boat for six years or maybe eight years,
that we' re not going to have some real static. And I don't know
if boating c lass is the problem with the 21 and 22-year-olds.
You know, I think it's more...I think it's poor judgment and, as
someone mentioned, alcohol involved. A nd I don 't know if
boat ing c l a s s i s goi ng t o he l p t ha t . Ma y be i t wi l l , but I t h i nk
it's a stretch. We' re going to go to age 25 by 2005. That's a
y ear an d a ha l f , a nd I gue s s I j us t hav e a l i t t l e pr i>b l e m wi t h
the number of bills and the different subjects, and going in on
Pinal Reading and then having concerns about something t hat I
think is pretty sensitive when people find out what we' re doing.
I ac cept S e n a t o r H u d k i n s ' s e x pl a n a t i o n o n t he no i s e l ev e l , a nd I
don't know I have a problem I don't think with that. I don' t
think I have a problem with Senator Wehrbein's suggestion,
either, but I can' t...I do have some reservations about the
entire package, and I probably would want to learn more about it
before I could support attaching the entire package at this
juncture. Thank you, Mr. President.

SENATOR CUDABACK: Thank you, Senator Bromm. Senator Erdman, on
the motion to return.

SENATOR ERDMAN: Thank you ...yeah, thank you, Mr. President,
members of the Legislature. I was thinking through the process
here, and I' ll explain why we did what we did. The proposals
put before you at both LB 348, LB 74 and L B 804 we r e adv anced
f rom t he Na t ur a l Re sour c e s C omni t t e e w i t ho u t obj e c t i o n . That
w as not my assumption that there wouldn't be discussion o n the
f loor , and I t h i nk i t ' s val i d . The pr oc e ss , f o r t h e b o dy ' s
pleasure, we are willing to work with to try to figure this out.
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
