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Select, and then cn Select revisit it. Thank you.

SENATOR SCHINEK: Thank you , Sen ator Pre i ster. ( Vis i t o r s
introduced.) Senator Beutler, you are the next speaker.

SENATOR BEUTLER: Senator Schimek, members of the Legislature, I
just wanted to talk about and clarify a c ouple things with
regard to the Cash Reserve Fund. The Appropriations Committee
has been very cautious with regard to the Cash Reserve Fund, and
the Cash Reserve Fund that we' re talking about here is what we
also call the rainy day fund, which is a fund in excess of the
basic Cash Reserve Fund, which is a 3 percent fund. But if I'm
remembering correctly, there have only been two things that have
been taken out of the Cash Reserve Fund. One is the vets' home,
and that was done at the behest of the Governor, and the other
was this matter which became necessary, if I'm remembering
correctly, Senator Jensen, because the Governor took $3 million
i n t h e p as t a way f r o m t h a t c a u s e i n o r d e r t o put i t i n t o t he
General Fun d, i f I ' m r eme mber in g c o r r e c t l y . Can you ver i f y
t hat ?

SENATOR SCHINEK: Se n a t o r J e n se n .

SENATOR JENSEN: Yes, and for those who were here a couple years
ago, when we went i n t o sp e c i a l se s s i o n wh er e we z a pped al l t he
funds that were available and we were able to get by that year
without a tax increase or anything, or at least that session,
well, this $7 million a year, the first year, took awhile to get
up and running. W e didn't want to throw money out there until
we had the programs all set up, and so there was some d ollars
that were u nspent and the Governor took those funds, just like
he dra i ned t h e f un d s f r o m a l l of t he ot h er pr ogr a m s t hat wer e
a round t he r e . So t hat . . .and t hat wa s , i f I r ecal l , a r oun d
$3 ~ llion that shorted this fund, and I gu ess maybe that' s

the $3 mi l l i on t h e n com e f r o m h e r e . I ce r t a i n l y wo u l d
r ecommend that we do as Senator Preister had mentioned, that w e
not delay this bill that we might look at this before Select
File. But also, when people lo~k at Nebraska and see, well,
what . . . y o u ' v e g o t a l l t h i s mo n e y co mi n g i n f r o m t h e ma s t e r
settlement agreement, what are you using it for; are you using
it for any tobacco cessation or programs or to help people quit
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
