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i ssued i s g o i n g t o be i nv o l v e d i n t hi s and s o w e n eed t o l o o k a t
the broad prospect of the problem of this, because we' re looking
at a ny t yp e of spec i al per m i t t hat ' s bei n g i s s u ed , much , much
larger than agriculture. And so we really need to look at this
and look at t his hard and strong before we decide to make a
decision to pass this amendment. Thank you.

SENATOR CUDABACK: Thank you, Senator McDonald. Senator Erdman,
on AN1577 .

SENATOR ERDNAN: Tha nk you, Mr. President and members o f the
Legislature. First of all, let me rise in appreciation to those
who have worked on this bill, both those who are staff here and
senators, as well as those from the groups that are co ncerned
and i n t e r e s t e d i n t he d i r ec t i o n o f t he un d e r l y i n g i de a. I t hi nk
there has been a lot of work. Obviously, not everybody is going
to agree, regardless of what's put out here, but I think we are
proceeding in a cautious manner. I think we' re proceeding in a
manner that has been alluded to today as a best practices
approach. Senator McDonald did mention Hamilton County, and we
have r ec e i v e d a l ot o f i nf or m a t io n , a l ot o f e f f or t f r om t he
zoning administrator out of there. I thin k s he's done an
except i ona l j ob i n Ha m i l t o n C ount y a nd , i n a l l hone s t y , I t hi nk
if 93 counties were as effective as they were we p robably
wouldn't even be discussing that. So why is that important to
t hi s d i s c u s s i on ? W e l l , as w e h a v e l o o ke d a t t he b i l l and as we
have had conversations with the zoning administrator t ~re, we
believe that their process is laid out in AN1577 an d tlaen, in
t urn , t he under l y i n g bi l l deal i ng w i t h t he f i nal det e r m i n a t i o n
side of things as far as how applications are carried through
Hamilton County and how they are approved or denied, and some of
the contingencies that rely upon that. This is what I
understand their process to be . Hamilton County considers
applications before the DEQ permit is issued. I t issues a
condi t i o na l p e r m i t , sub j e c t t o t he DEQ perm i t . A f t er t he
producer receives the DEQ permit and provides a copy to the
county, the conditional use permit becomes effective. In
effect, t his is exa ctly what the p rocess of the f inal
determination provisions are under this bill. So abs olutely,
S enator Nc D ona ld , what Ham il t on C o unt y a n d s ome o f t h e ot h e r s
are doing is what we' re trying to convince other counties to do.
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
