SPEAKER BROMM: The committee amendments are adopted. A ny t hing
further on the bill, Mr. Clerk?

CLERK: I ha v e n o t h i n g f u r t h e r o n t he b i l l , Mr . Pr e s i de n t .

SPEAKER BROMM: Senator Landis, you' re recognized to close on
t he a d v a n cement o f L B 28 5 t o E a R I n i t i a l .

SENATOR LANDIS: T h an k y ou . I ' d l i ke t o ask f or a cal l of t he
house at this point so that we can all assemble, and I' ll use
that then as an opportunity to close.

SPEAKER BROMM: The request is for a call of th~ house. Al l in
favor please vote aye, and opposed nay. Record, Mr. Clerk.

CLERK: 29 ayes, 0 nays, Mr. President, to place the house under
c al l .

SPEAKER BROMM : The h ouse is under call. Members please check
in, and unauthorized personnel please leave t he floor . The
house is under call. And, Senator Landis, you can commence your
c los i ng .

SENATOR LANDIS : Thank you , Mr . Speaker. Member s o f the
Legislature, we have a $355 million shortfall at t his tim e in
our appropriations process. T his bill solves $235 million of
that problem. I t draws upon existing tax responsibilities,
t hings t ha t t he publ i c have co me t o k n ow , I ' m s u r e t h a t t hey
f ee l t h e y o k e o f a nd a r e n o t a l l t h a t co mf o r t a b l e , b u t a t t h e
same t i me I h av e t o say t h a t L B 10 8 5 h a s co m e a n d g o n e wi t h ou t
t he huge ou t c r y t h a t m any o f us e x p e c t ed . I n f ac t , we f ound
that people shoulder that responsibility. There was certainly
some grumbling and displeasure, but they have shouldered that
responsibility. We ask them to continue to do that during these
hard times so that we don't have to cut programs for the needy,
for our children, for the future. And this is a request we make
of ou r pu b i c a n d I t hi nk i t ' s som e t h i n g t h a t t hey ar e wi l l i ng
t o d o . I a l so t h i n k t h a t i t ' s i n a f o r m t h a t o n e c o u l d t ak e t o
the Governor and make a good case for a Governor's signature,
reducing our...the trauma of trying to override a veto at this
current moment.
