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they can have those cigarettes in their possession. That's all
it does.

SENATOR JANSSEN: Oh, 8o they will be able to say they have
their truck with both Iowa and Nebraska stamped cigarettes in
that truck.

SENATOR BOURNE: Right.

SENATOR JANSSEN: Prior to this it was apparently not legal to
have those in their truck?

SENATOR BOURNE: I don't know about prior to that, but if you
read the language, give the language in AM7153, which is the
bill, the E & R amendment to LB 572, arguably you could not have
non-Nebraska stamped cigarettes in your possession even if you
were legally...legally had them and were intending to use them
over in...or sell them legally in Council Bluffs.

SENATOR JANSSEN: Okay. All right.

SENATOR BOURNE: And this is just clarification language.
SENATOR JANSSEN: Okay. Thank you very much.

SENATOR BOURNE: Thank you.

SPEAKER BROMM: Thank you, Senator Janssen and Senator Bourne.
There are no further 1lights on. Senator Bourne, you'd be
recognized to close on your amendment.

SENATOR BOURNE: Thank you, Mr. Speaker, members. Again, it's
just clarification 1language that doesn't affect anything, as

Senator Janssen mentioned, and I would urge your support. Thank
you.

SPEAKER BROMM: You've heard the closing. All in favor of
AM2097 please vote aye, and opposed nay. Please record,
Mr. Clerk.
