SEHATOR AOQILAR: That's true

SENTOR CHAHEERS: And that person was interested in Sivtnq...in
payinq bach favors to this company that he had received from the
company.

SENTOR AGUILAR: I really don' t hnow what his motivation was,
Senator .

SENTOR CHAHEERS: Well, he said that; that they had done Wood
thinqs for him and he wanted to pay them bach. That «as in your
newspaper out th ere .

SENATOR AOQILAR: Ohay.

SENTOR CM SERS: So there have been question raised by people
in Hall County about the wisdom and appropriateness of this
beinq done. Isn't that true?

SENTOR AOUILAR: Yes, there were soma questions.

SENATOR CM BERS: And there were some county board members who
don't lihe this idea. Is that true?

SENATOR AOUILAR: I can't speah for what everybody's idea was on
the county board. I do hnow there were some county board
members that questioned whether or not it was leSal.

SENTOR CEAHEERS An d what Ism qettinq at...that<a all I' ll ash
you riqht now, Senator Aquilar,...there are so many thinqs wrong
with this bill that it can tahe the session to discuss it even
without me just wantinq to tahe a lot of time to wear you all
out. Eut at the state level, we are not allowinq private
prisons. When that discussion was beinq had, the Department of
Corrections, other people not connected with the department
•upplied us «ith all of the information we could need and more
than what some people needed to show that runninq prisons by
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
