Wh at that means is, in
name he is, but in reality he's not.

SENATOR B AKER: And I unde rstand your concerns. And I do
believe we tightened that up considerably on page 10.

SENATOR CHAMBERS: S o if you need some kind of definition, I can
understand clearly and thoroughly why you w ant to put it on
page 2, b ecause that's where the definition should be. But I'm
wondering about the need for the na me...the wo rd "nominally,"
because it might erase everything that follows it.

S ENATOR BAKER: I unde r s t a n d .

And I
want to thank you for helping me as much as you did. T h ank you.
