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that the references for all applicants for a geologist intern
shall be character references. The amendment made it clear that
a geologist intern references are character references, since a
geologist intern is not required to have work experience in the

field of geology. This change was recommended by Steve
Jorgensen of the Nebraska Geological Society. I would urge your
adoption of the amendment and the bill. Thank you,

Mr. President.

SENATOR CUDABACK: Thank you, Senator Schrock. You've heard the
opening on Natural Resources Committee's amendment to LB 890.

Open for discussion on that amendment. Senator Schrock, there
are no lights. He waives the opportunity to close. The
question before the body is adoption of the committee amendment,
AM2327, to LB 890. All in favor vote aye, opposed nay. The

question before the body is the committee amendments offered by
the Natural Resources Committee. Have you all voted who wish
to? Record please, Mr. Clerk.

ASSISTANT CLERK: 31 ayes, 0O nays on adoption of the committee
amendments, Mr. President.

SENATOR CUDABACK: I'm sorry. Madam Clerk. I apologize.
Motion was successful. Discussion of the bill itself, LB 890,
to E & R Initial. Senator Mossey. Waives the opportunity to

speak. Any senator wishing to speak to the advancement? There
are no lights on. Senator Mossey (sic), you're recognized to
close.

SENATOR FRIEND: Thank you, Senator Cudaback.
SENATOR CUDABACK: I said Senator Friend, right?
SENATOR FRIEND: Yes, you did.

SENATOR CUDABACK: Thank you.

SENATOR FRIEND: We'll check the record on that. No, I just
wanted to say...thank the Natural Resources Committee, Senator
Schrock, and the committee counsel. I would ask for the

advancement of LB 888 (sic-LB 890). Thank you.
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
