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nothing sinister in this amendment. Senator Bourne, if y ou' re
listening, t here's no fussy math, there's no slick lawyering,
there's none of that in this amendment, AM3615. I t 's a rew rite
because of what the provisions were in LB 983, to reflect those
changes in the Department of Revenue's motor vehicle tax
provisions, but it doesn't change the rates, the dates, nothing.
I t ' s Just harmonising things with LB 983. So if you'd like to
go through it section by section, I certainly can. If you want
to look briefly at Sections 1, 2, 3, it strikes those sections
because it referred to Section 4,142 in Chapter 66. I t's th e
same thing down in those other sections that are deleted. So
I'd be glad to an swer any questions. I think the bigger
discussion is Senator Beutler's amendment on the bill to fully
fund the EPIC Fund for the four plants that are out t here i n
produ "tion or very nearly in production. So I'd be glad to
anew~ = any questions on AN3615. I needed to do this amendment
before we discuss Senator Beutler's amendment because AN3615 is
drafted to the E 6 R amendments which is AN7228 w hich w e hav e
already adopted. So in order to keep this in a manageable form,
we needed this amendment adopted first and then we' ll discuss
Senator Beutler's amendment. With that, Nr. President, I ' d be
glad to answer any questions if there are any. Thank you.
