SPEAKER B RONN: You ' ve h eard t h e opening. Any discussion'?
Senator Thompson waives closing, and the question then is the
adoption of AN3525. All in favor vote aye, opposed nay. Please
r eco r d .

CLERK 40 aye s , 0 nays, Nr. President, on the adoption o. the
Select File amendment.

SPEAKER BRONN: The amendment is adopted. Anything further on
the bill?

CLERK: N othing further, Nr. President.

SPEAKER BRONN: Sen a t o r Nos s e y .

SENATOR NOSSEY: N r. Speaker, I move the advancement of LB 559A
to E 8 R fo r e ng r o s s i n g .
