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The following constitutes the reasons for this bill and the purposes which are sought to be 
accomplished thereby: 
 
 

LB 1233 provides for further consideration and planning relating to the provision of 
services for persons with traumatic brain injury (TBI) and their families. The bill provides 
legislative intent relating to the Community-Based Neurobehavioral Action Plan Act adopted in 
1999, and the state plan and statewide needs assessment developed pursuant to the act. 
 The bill contains legislative findings relating to the need for further consideration of the 
plan and needs assessment and further integration and coordination of publicly and privately 
funded services and supports for persons with TBI and their families.  
 The bill requires the Department of Health and Human Services (department) and the 
Nebraska Traumatic Brain Injury Advisory Council (council) to jointly provide for the 
development of a “comprehensive implementation strategy for the integration, coordination, and 
funding of publicly funded services and supports on behalf of persons with traumatic brain injury 
and their families.” The strategy must be submitted to the Governor and the Legislature by 
December 1, 2006. 
 The bill creates the Traumatic Brain Injury Trust Fund for the purpose of “supplementing 
existing resources for services and supports for persons with traumatic brain injury and their 
families to prevent the need for more intensive and more costly services and dependence on 
publicly funded services.” The fund is administered by the department, in consultation with the 
council. 
 The bill terminates on July 1, 2007. 
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
