CLERK: Mr. President, LB 853 is on Select File. Enrollment and
Review amendments have been considered and adopted, as has an
amendment by Senator Chambers to the bill. I now have pending
an amendment by Senator Baker, which is AM2348, and an amendment

to that amendment by Senator Beutler was adopted. So
Mr. President, AM2348 is pending.
