SENATOR MINES: Now Senator Schrock, I recall that your legal
counsel--these are her words--called that amendment crap when it
was introduced to us off the floor. She told both my

legislative aide and me--I won't repeat the, that's crap, but
that's exactly what she said. Now if that's a way to get us
away from stripping the entire bill, I'm willing to listen to
that. And if your legal counsel is willing to do that, as well,
if she no longer believes in that theory, I'm willing to listen
as well, and I will ask the Speaker if we can...that's all. Let
me ask the Speaker, Mr. President.

SENATOR CUDABACK: In the meantime, we'll go to the next
speaker, and you can have your time back when you get through.
Senator Heidemann. Senator Heidemann, did you wish to...

SENATOR HEIDEMANN: I had some gquestions I needed to talk to
Senator Mines about, so I'll just pass over.

SENATOR CUDABACK: Senator Bourne.

SENATOR BOURNE: Thank you, Mr. President, members. I want to
point out what exactly we're talking about. Senator Schrock
keeps saying that this is going to eliminate economic
development, and I don't agree with him; otherwise, I would not
have put Senator Mines' bill in this one. Look, if the state
spends millions of dollars to create a nice area, a lake, do you
think it's appropriate that you and I do not have access to that
lake, and that somehow a private developer can go and sell each
of those lots on that lake for upwards of $175,000? And Senator
Aguilar wants to go boating, and can't do it? I don't think
that's appropriate. That's the point here. All this bill says
is that if you enter into a public/private partnership--and
that's totally acceptable--but if you enter into that
public/private partnership, you have to allow the public access
to that property that was created with tax dollars. Doesn't
that just make sense? It seems to make sense to me. So you
build a $3 or $4 million dam that creates a large lake, and then
the private developer gets fat and rich and sells these things,
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
