The act directs the Nebraska Department of Economic Development to 
create the Nuclear and Hydrogen Industry Work Group, sets criteria for the group, sets directives for the group, creates the Nuclear and 
Hydrogen Development Act Fund and transfer of $5,000,000 from the General Fund, creates a transfer of unexpended Hydrogen 
Development Act funds to the General Fund between July 1 - 30, 2028, and terminates the act on July 31, 2028. 
 
DED is granted authority to establish procedures and criteria for awarding grants. The no basis to disagree with DED’s anticipated 
timing of the grants.

Explanation of Estimate: 

LB568 creates the Nuclear and Hydrogen Industry Group and Nuclear and Hydrogen Development Act and 
would direct DED to create an eleven member Nuclear and Hydrogen Industry Work Group. The purpose of 
the group is to determine the workforce training needs of the nuclear and hydrogen industries and to find 
opportunities for collaboration for these industries and the community colleges and state colleges in Nebraska. 
 
The bill would also direct DED to develop a grant program for community colleges and state colleges for 
developing the education and training needs identified by the working group. LB568 also creates the Nuclear 
and Hydrogen Development Act Fund in DED and transfers $5 million from the General Fund to the new cash 
fund. 
 
The provisions of LB568 sunset on July 31, 2028, and any remaining cash funds are to be returned to the 
General Fund before July 30, 2028. The administration of the bill will require the services of an Economic 
Development Business Consultant II. 
 
The bill does not appear to appropriate funds from the new cash fund for DED’s use. If funds were 
appropriated, DED expects to expend $1 million per year.
