Summary of purpose and/or changes:  
LB 5 amends the employee suggestion program to provide that all state personnel may apply, 
including agencies and personnel exempted from the State Personnel System. 

The bill also raises the minimum award granted from $25 to $100 or ten percent of the amount of 
savings.  It also raises the maximum award granted from $5000 to $6000 unless a larger amount is 
granted by the legislature. 

Explanation of amendments, if any:  
The committee amendment specifies that personnel of the Nebraska state colleges, personnel of 
the University of Nebraska, agency heads, judges, and elected officials are not eligible to apply 
to the employee suggestion system.
