Summary of purpose and/or changes:
LB 196 would update the requirements for municipalities to provide public notices to neighborhood associations which
register with the municipality to receive planning notices.

Under the bill, neighborhood association notice provisions for zoning changes in cities of the metropolitan class and for
hearings under the Business Improvement District Act would mirror neighborhood association notice provisions under
the Community Development Law
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
