LEGISLATIVE RESOLUTION 427

Introduced by Wishart, 27; Pansing Brooks, 28.
PURPOSE: The purpose of this resolution is to study the issue of reentry
housing utilized by people exiting the Nebraska Department of Correctional
Services and requiring post-release supervision.

The study shall include, but not be limited to, an examination of the
following:

(1) Whether state licensing is necessary to ensure the safety of residents
and the surrounding community; and

(2) Whether facilities use evidence-based plans for programming and what
standards are set to support the residents transitioning to independence.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MEMBERS OF THE ONE HUNDRED SIXTH
LEGISLATURE OF NEBRASKA, SECOND SESSION:

1. That the Judiciary Committee of the Legislature shall be designated to
conduct an interim study to carry out the purposes of this resolution.

2. That the committee shall upon the conclusion of its study make a report
of its findings, together with its recommendations, to the Legislative Council

or Legislature.
