LEGISLATIVE RESOLUTION 428

Introduced by Wishart, 27.

PURPOSE: The purpose of this resolution is to study the issues surrounding
staffing ratios and standards of care at assisted living facilities, nursing
facilities, and day service providers.

The study shall include, but not be limited to:

(1) Research by the study committee on the development of minimum staffing
ratios and standards of care at assisted living facilities, nursing facilities,
and day service providers;

(2) Development of goals and guidance for the study committee to develop
minimum staffing ratios and standards of care at assisted living facilities,
nursing facilities, and day service providers; and

(3) Research on partner organizations to work in cooperation to develop
minimum staffing ratios and standards of care at assisted living facilities,
nursing facilities, and day service providers.

NOwW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MEMBERS OF THE ONE HUNDRED SIXTH
LEGISLATURE OF NEBRASKA, SECOND SESSION:

1. That the Health and Human Services Committee of the Legislature shall
be designated to conduct an interim study to carry out the purposes of this
resolution.

2. That the committee shall upon the conclusion of its study make a report
of its findings, together with its recommendations, to the Legislative Council

or Legislature.
