LEGISLATIVE RESOLUTION 101

Introduced by Day, 49.

WHEREAS, in 1951, the Knesset passed a resolution establishing Holocaust
and Ghetto Uprising Remembrance Day; and

WHEREAS, this year's Yom HaShoah, Day of Remembrance, falls on April 18
and will highlight acts of resistance by the Jewish people, both physical and
spiritual, against their oppressors such as the Warsaw Ghetto Uprising; and

WHEREAS, the Days of Remembrance, recognized by the United States
Congress, gives survivors and their families and communities the opportunity to
remember those who were killed, honor those who survived, and memorialize the
legacies of all who fell victim to the Holocaust; and

WHEREAS, this year's Yom HaShoah will mark eighty years since the Warsaw
Ghetto Uprising; and

WHEREAS, each year in Nebraska people gather to remember the tragedy of
the Holocaust.

NOwW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MEMBERS OF THE ONE HUNDRED EIGHTH
LEGISLATURE OF NEBRASKA, FIRST SESSION:

1. That the Legislature recognizes April 18, 2023, as Holocaust
Remembrance Day in Nebraska.

Education in Omaha, Nebraska.
