PURPOSE: The purpose of this resolution is to propose an interim study to
examine the challenges faced by families with special needs students in
enrolling such students as option students in other school districts under the
enrollment option program and how the Legislature can better provide guidance
and resources to facilitate the best outcomes for families. In order to carry
out the purpose of this resolution, the committee shall consider the input of
families, school officials, and other entities as the committee deems necessary
and beneficial.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MEMBERS OF THE ONE HUNDRED EIGHTH
LEGISLATURE OF NEBRASKA, SECOND SESSION:

1. That the Education Committee of the Legislature shall be designated to
conduct an interim study to carry out the purposes of this resolution.

2. That the committee shall upon the conclusion of its study make a report
of its findings, together with its recommendations, to the Legislative Council

or Legislature.
