CLERK: Quorum present, Nr. President.

SPEAKER MARVEL: Before we proceed further the Chair will
recognize Senato r L a mb.

SENATOR LANB: Nr. Speaker, in the motion I made shortly
before lunch, my intent was to recess until 1:30 today
instead of what I may have inadvertently said.

SPEAKER MARVEL: Thank you, sir. The Clerk has some items
to read into the record.

CLERK: Mr. President, a commun1cation from the Governor
to the Clerk. (Read message from the Governor as found
on page 1330 of the Legislative Journal.)

Nr. President, your committee on Enrollment anal Review
respectfully reports that we have carefully examined
LB 57 and find the same correctly enrolled.

SPEAKER NARVEL: While the Legislature 1s in session and
capable of transacting business I am about to sign and do
sign LB 57. This morning we ended with the LB 418 and I
would like to go back on Select Pile to LB 298. Nr.
Clerk, what 1s the status of 298?

CLERK: Nr. President, the E A R amendments to LB 298
were adopted by the body on April 3. I now have pending
amendments by Senator Cullan to the bill, Nr. President.

SPEAKER MARVEL: Senator Cullan, we are operating on
LB 298.

SENATOR CULLAN: Mr. President, members of the Legisla­
ture, the amendments to LB 298 are necessary to keep us,
to make sure that there are no constitutional problems
with the bill. If you recall when, I believe it was
LB 138, I can't remember the exact number, was passed
a few years ago, allowing for paramedics, the bill was
never implemented as a result of Attorney General' s
opinions talking about the vagueness of that particular
piece of legislation and the statutory authority which
resulted...and the statutory authority contained therein
and that it did not give sufficient guidelines to the
