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SENATOR CHIZEK: I might add. S e n a t o r ,.. .

PRESIDENT MOUL: One minute.

SENATOR CHIZEK: . . .t h a t  if  they do go to court, the burden tc
show why it  should or shouldn't is on the ja il  standards board.

SENATOR SCHMIT: Would you repeat that again, please, I'm  sorry.

SENATOR CHIZEK: The burden is on the ja il  standards board as to
if  they go to court to prove why they should or should not. So 
I think, basically , the people that approached us on this were 
the counties and the last I knew they were all in support of it  
because there were some extraordinary costs that some of them 
experienced a few years ago that went beyond those "minimum” 
standards.

SENATOR SCHMIT: I would like to ask, i f  someone knows anything
about it , why was it that the new City-County Building in
Lincoln, which provided for ja il  fa c ilit ie s , did not meet the
standards of the ja il  standards board and by whose decision , i f
they know, were the existing f a c i l i t i e s . . .

PRESIDENT MOUL: Time.

SENATOR SCHMIT: . . .declared not satisfactory? If  someone knows
that, I would like to have the answer to that question.

PRESIDENT MOUL: Thank you, Senator Schmit. Does anyone else
wish to speak on this issue? Seeing none, Senator Chizek, do
you want to have closing? Closing is waived. We w ill now 
proceed to vote to the motion to advance LB 189 to E &  R. All 
those in favor please vote aye, opposed please vote nay. Have 
you all voted? Senator Chizek.

SENATOR CHIZEK: Madam President, as much as I hate to, I'm
going to have to ask for a call of the house and w ill take call 
in votes.

PRESIDENT MOUL: A motion has been made to place the house under
ca ll . We w i l l . . .  please record, Mr. Clerk.

CLERK: 25 ayes, 1 nay on the motion to advance the b il l , Madam
President.
