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has to go by the wayside because you must practice. Whereas a
player can miss a class due to injury or because a game must be
played, there is no reciprocity whereby the athletic department 
w ill say, well, this guy needs this class so although you 're  a 
star you miss this game in order to attend that class, you miss
this game in order to take that exam. That is  unheard of in the
athletic universe and we all know it . Football has been set 
aside and circumscribed by rules that make it  d ifferent from 
every other s p o r t ...

PRESIDENT MOUL: One minute.

SENATOR CHAMBERS: . . . i n  college. After they finish  the season,
there comes the bowl and then it  starts all over again. As far 
as what they do being voluntary, it  is as voluntary for these 
players as it  is people who have to work these sweat jobs where 
nobody puts a gun to their head and say, take this dangerous, 
low paying, arduous job. Circumstances can put some of these 
young men in a position where the only way they can go to school 
is on one of these athletic scholarships but once there that 
scholarship should not become an adhesion or overreaching, 
unfair contract with all the benefits running one way, that is 
to the university and all the detriment running to the player. 
I hope that you w ill adopt Senator Beutler 's  amendment and mine.

PRESIDENT MOUL: Thank you, Senator Chambers. Mr. Clerk, do we
have an amendment to the amendment on the desk?

ASSISTANT CLERK: Yes, Madam President. Senator Haberman would
move to amend the Beutler-Chambers amendment. (The Haberman 
amendment appears on page 615 of the Legislative Journal.)

PRESIDENT MOUL: Senator Haberman.

SENATOR HABERMAN: Madam President, members of the body, on the
Chambers-Beutler amendment, after the word "football" we add 
"basketball, swimming, volley ball, gymnastics". I d o n 't  feel 
that we can separate just football. There are scholarships 
given in these other programs. These other programs are just as 
important to the student involved as it  is to football players. 
They have doctors, they have trainers for these other sports. 
These other sports, they can be injured. Basketball players 
have special shoes. Basketball players have been out for a year 
due to knees, backs, thighs, ankles, elbows. You can be hurt in 
g ir ls ' basketball also and you can be hurt in volley b a ll . All
