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afterwards, I mean, but where is your priority in that matter? 
The goal is not to get to that job to make the first car 
payment. Your first goal ought to be safety and consideration 
of others and maybe if we had these sorts of things, we wouldn't 
be dealing with drunk driving legislation in the coming year. 
Maybe we wouldn't have to deal with mandated seat belts. Maybe 
there a lot of things we wouldn't have to do. Is this the magic 
wand? Is this going to cure it all? No, not at all. It's not 
going to cure it all, but it is one way that you're going to be 
able to put your priorities in order and we would offer and I 
would oppose the kill motion on LB 336. Thank you.
SPEAKER BAACK: Thank you. Senator Kristensen. Senator Byars.
SENATOR BYARS: I would call the question.
