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more in a point...kind of a point of personal privilege than to
talk about the reconsideration. Senator Hall, 1 thank you for
your apology on attaching your little noncontroversial airport
bill to my little noncontroversial highway bill that allows the
Department of Roads to negotiate closing or abandoning a state
highway - However, knowing the alacrity with which the
Depart nent of Roads acts on things, you notice that LB 126
neither last year nor this year had a priority and 1 don"t think
that much difference will be made when 1 introduce the same
legislation next year as far as time line is concerned. And so
the loss of my bill to me is just a matter of a year later, but
thank you very much for the thought.

Had the Speaker not given priority to thisbill, maybe we
could have had the priority of other things and 1...1 say |
think this body got some undue criticism for not acting on the
income tax measure that Senator Landis wanted us to on very
short notice and 1, myself, probably would have supported that
particular measure but 1°m not about to rewrite a 650 million
dollar tax code with no amendments and no debate. | think the
proper way for us to do, to work in here, and nor do |1 think
it's proper for the Administration to make it sound like there
was some other reason other than the fact that we wanted to
debate that thing, | think it"s something that deserved debate
and | just wanted to mention that had we not been spending a few
days having to fix LB 1063 and certain people who chose to
ignore the lawsuits of the railroads for a good deal of time, we
possibly could have had time to debate that. We spent a lot of
time debating the property tax as we should.
