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please check in, please. We are now looking for Senator 
Chambers. All members are now present. We will vote on the 
proposed rule change and it does require 30 votes. All those in 
favor vote aye, opposed vote no. Have you all voted? Record, 
Mr. Clerk.
CLERK: 35 ayes, 9 nays, Mr. President, on adoption of the
proposed rules change.
SPEAKER BAACK: The rules change is adopted. We'll now proceed
to...I will raise the call, first of all. We will now proceed 
to Item 8 on the agenda, override motions. Mr. Clerk.
CLERK: Mr. President, Senator Will would move that LB 718
become law not withstanding the objection of the Governor.
SPEAKER BAACK: Senator Will.
SENATOR WILL: Thank you, Mr. Speaker, members of the body.
LB 718 is a bill that we passed yesterday. It's a bill that 
relates to remote site betting on horse racing. The Governor 
earlier today vetoed this bill. I would rise to ask you to vote 
to override that veto. The Governor's reason for vetoing the 
bill was frankly involves some industry disputes between the 
Racing Commission and people involved in racing. The Racing 
Commission is not particularly fond of the concept of remote 
site wagering. The bill got 33 votes when it passed. I think 
that there was a recognition on the part of the body at that 
time that this was a bill that the industry can use. I think 
clearly LB 1061 was the major piece of racing legislation before 
the body this year. That, as you recall, is a bill that we 
debated extensively, a bill that would have allowed a private 
operator at Ak-Sar-Ben should the Douglas County Board purchase 
the property, a bill that would have provided some freezing of 
tax rates. That bill did not come up due to time constraints. 
I think what we did yesterday with the passage of LB 718 was 
provide a couple of things. We, number one, provided the racing 
industry with some sort of buffer against the erosion that we've 
seen in the parimutuel handle since about 1985, provides them a 
few more facilities with which people can wager. I think more 
importantly with respect to the Douglas County facility at least 
it provides the people that are trying to sell the bonds up in 
Douglas County with a mechanism that they can demonstrate to 
people that might buy those bonds that we do indeed have a 
positive attitude towards racing in Nebraska, that the
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
