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excused, we may vote again at another time when those members
are here. Please...yeah, members, please return to your seats

and we will vote one more time. Yes, we need a new teller

committee. The other one didn't go a very good job...no, they
did all right. Senator Withem is part of the teller committee

and Senator Schrock and Senator Hillman. The results this time
are Senator Schellpeper with 22 and Senator Bernard-Stevens with

24. Since there was a change in the voting, we will vote one

more time. Members, please take your seats and we will vote one

more time on the chairmanship. For the teller committee this

time we're going to have Senator Hall, Senator Moore and Senator

Byars. The vote tally this time is 23 for Bernard-Stevens,
23 for Senator Schellpeper. What we will do is we will simply
wait until we have a full contingent of our members and then we

will hold the election again at that point because we do have
members excused. Senator Morrissey, did you wish to be

recognized?

SENATOR MORRISSEY: Yes, thank you, Mr. Speaker, and members, we

were going to meet with the Committee on Committees but now

there is no reason until we get an elected chair. But I would
like to remind those of you that are members of the caucuses of
the Committee on Committees to start thinking about the

potentials on the candidates and if who was elected, what you
might wish to do because, as we roamed around discussing it this

morning, really, we hadn't given it too much thought. So think
about it so when we do elect a chairperson we will have a fair
idea of what we want to do. Thank you.

SPEAKER BAACK: Thank you, Senator Morrissey. Items for the

record, Mr. Clerk.

CLERK: Mr. President, a series of confirmation hearing reports
by the Banking Committee Chaired by Senator Landis; by the
Government Committee Chaired by Senator Conway; and by the
Natural Resources Committee Chaired by Senator Johnson.
