caretaker in the home. You can't always do everything that you
want. The other thing. I go back to that...the statistics about

who these women are in Nebraska, 60 percent of them are white.

Blacks represent about 20 per...26 percent, most of the

remaining families, the 14 percent are American Indians,
Mexican-American, Indo—Chinese or Asian, and most of the

88 percent of the families receiving ADC in Nebraska, as I said

before, again, are female headed households. It's

discrimination against women in its lowest form. I cannot

imagine that we are even standing here talking about this bill.

It should have never come out of committee. It should have died

a natural death. And I'm hoping that it will go to that heap,
wherever the dead bills end up, I want this bill to go with it.

So I'm...I go back to a clipping that somebody gave me today,
talking about the Pine Ridge Reservation where poverty is...

They're trying
to keep it by getting educated and by trying to get out of the

system. So, again, if you want to vote for this amendment,
fine. But when and if we ever get to the bill, I hope you vote
