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PRESIDENT ROBAK: Senator Chambers.
SENATOR CHAMBERS: Madam Chair, I want to make a motion that the
only ballots we use for the remainder of our proceedings is the 
handwritten ballot that we have used in the past, and I am doing 
it as a motion because of where we are at this point.
PRESIDENT ROBAK: It is appropriate that there be a motion at
this point, Senator Chambers. All those in favor of the
motion...before we move to a vote, is there any discussion?
Seeing none, all those in favor say aye. All those opposed say
nay. The motion carries. There will only be one ballot from 
this point on and that will be a handwritten ballot with the 
name of the individual that you are voting for. The Chair 
recognizes Senator Landis.
SENATOR LANDIS: I move to proceed to the election of the Vice
Chairperson of the Executive Board of the Legislative Council.
PRESIDENT ROBAK: Thank you, Senator Landis. We will now vote
on the motion to proceed to the election of Vice Chair for the 
Executive Board. All those in favor say aye. All those opposed 
nay. The motion carries. We will now proceed with nominations 
for the Vice Chairperson of the Executive Board. Senator 
Hillman.
SENATOR HILLMAN: Madam SpeaKer, I rise to place my name in
nomination for the Vice Chairperson of the Executive Board. I 
think most of us, when we elected to start on this trail as far 
as serving in the Legislature, we looked at it as one of 
service, of public service, and in seeking this position, what I 
am seeking is to just serve the members of this body to the best 
of my ability. I also think that in seeking Vice Chairmanship 
of the Executive Board, it is important that we have a statewide 
representation on the board, and a past practice, although it is 
not in rule, is that ?f there is a Chairman of the Executive 
Board being from the eastern end of the state, it is in the best 
interest to have someone from the western part of the state, and 
I would ask you to keep that as a consideration. I promise that 
I will be fair and open-minded and will professionally perform 
any and all duties of the Vice Chairperson of the Executive 
Board, and would very much appreciate your support.
